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“Being still and knowing that He is God” and
“Waiting on the Lovrd” has been coming up a lot
lately. Tom Winchester spoke to the congregation
from Isa. 40:31, “put those who wail upon the Lord
will renew their strength. They will soar on
wings like eagles; they will run and not grow
weary, they will walk and not be faint.” Weeks
before that a few of you shared with me that God
has been saying, “Be still and know that I am God
“(Psalm 46:10).” Then another shared that God
has been saying to her “to wait on Him.” At the
same time, one of my devotionals confirmed, once
again, Isa. 40:31. I love this scripture! When we
read Chapter 40 from Isaiah the people were
weary. They had been faithful to God in the midst
of the circumstances and the wickedness of Ahaz.
God is honored when we keep leaning on Him
and are faithful despite the weariness. He gives
us the strength we need when we continue to lean
on Him, but they had become focused on their
circumstances. First, He speaks to them to
encourage them. He says “pefore you abandon
the things of me and walk away I want to
remind you of Who I am,” and He goes on to tell
them of His greatness. Paul writes 740 years
later to the Galatians in 6:9, “Let us not become
weary in doing good, for at the proper time we
will reap a harvest if we do not give up.” There is
a payoff in due time when we don’t give up!

It may not make sense to you and maybe it’s not
working out according to your plan but
remember in Isa. 40: 28-32, when we are weary
He is there! We don’t win by turning our back on
God when we become weary. We win when we
hope or wait on the Lord (verse 31).

So, what does it mean to “wait upon the Lovrd?” It
means to spend time with and meditate on Him.

In Hebrew, “wait” means to bind together by
twisting. It is the making of a rope. You see,
every rope starts with a thread and every thread
added increases its strength. Every time we wait
on the Lord, we add another thread to the rope
which makes us stronger. Waiting is not always
passive. It is not so much of a position but a focus.
It is an eager waiting; anticipating and
expecting that God will do SOMETHING! We are
to lean into Him and we will find strength.

In the devotionall read it said that there are
different seasons in our (ives. There are times
when we soar, times when we run and times
when we are walking. We have to recognize what
season we are in, evaluate our circumstances
accurately and adjust. Faith does not exempt us
from (ives seasons (trials and disappointments),
but it enables us to go through those times
victoriously. If you are soaring now, you are
experiencing success beyond your natural
abilities, enjoy it. Just remember, your ability to
soar comes from God , not you. If you forget that
you'll crash. If you are a runner, then than thank
God that you are still in the race. Don’t compare
yourself to those who are soaring or yow'll get
discouraged and don’t compare yourself with
walkers or yow'll become proud. Keep running
and your time to soar will come. If youre a
walker, Reep putting one foot in front of the
other. Some days pain, discouragement and
fatigue make it impossible to soar; all you can do
is walk without fainting. Give yourself
_permission to be where you are. Walking counts
with Godl

Remember, wherever you are “those who wait on
the Lord will renew their strength.” It all comes
down to waiting on Him!

in over the past year. We have two more
lessons and then we will have finished
this excellent 12 lesson DVD Series.
Although, if anyone else wants to go
through it, you can join Pastor Bruce

and I at our Wednesday morning
Gathering where we began it two weeks
ago.

This lesson focuses on the four different
kinds of tongues that the Bible teaches.
The first is a sign to unbelievers, the
second is for interpretation, the third is
for intercession, and the fourth for
edification. John Bevere goes into great
depths speaking on each one and giving
many of God’s scriptures as the
foundation.

For instance, when speaking concerning
tongues for edification, he speaks about
our physical senses and shows us biblically
that we also have spiritual senses. Many
people have developed their physical
senses. ' We have people who have trained
their eyes to recognize false and true
gemstones, there are people who have
trained their ears to hear in the natural
like conductors who can hear if one
musical instrument is off, there are those
who have trained their sense of smell and
are able to know fragrances of spices, and
then there are those who have trained
their sense of taste such as wine tasters.
They can tell if it was an early crop, a late
crop, a good rain or a bad rain that year.
If we can't see, hear, taste, touch or smell
we can’t communicate. In the same way,
we have spiritual senses, and without
them we can’t have intimacy with God.
God is saying, “T want to have intimacy
with yow.” Many say, T don’t hear God
speaking to me.” Could it be your inward
senses are dull? Speaking about the tongue
for edification John says, “When you pray
in the spirit you are building your inward
man and our inner man is sensitive to
what God wants, what He loves and what

He needs. We then hear His voice easily.
One of the reasons God gave us the ability
to speak in tongues is to enhance our
intimacy with Him.”

Out next teaching is from the 11" in the
series titled, “Full Assurance of Faith.”
Come and join us for learning from God’s
Word, prayer, and a great time of
fellowship as well.

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WEIGHING IN FROM THE
WAY STATION:



At our last meeting, Dennis
shared some poll results with the
youth. The polls showed that most
young adults today don"t pray, don*"t
worship and don"t read the Bible. He
used this article to stimulate some
conversation, while at the same time
encouraging the youth to stand strong
in their faith, and to remain in God.
He shared John 15 with them, again
encouraging them to remain in God.

He had the youth break into small
groups iIn order to complete a puzzle,
withholding the center piece without
them knowing. The purpose was to
symbolize all the different pieces
that make up the whole of our lives.
The puzzle pieces consisted of
friends, facebook, cell phone, sports,
music, school, careers, family, etc.
The youth attempted to finish their
puzzles only to find it was
incomplete, missing a piece. He then
related that to how our lives our
incomplete without the center of it
being (the puzzle piece of) God.

He closed the teaching
using a visual aid, one that a lot of
you may have seen before. He used
birdseed, a container, and 2 golf
balls. The seed represented all the
things and people in our lives. The
container represented our lives. The
golf balls represented God. He Ffilled
the container with the seed. Then he
tried to fit God into the container,
after it was already full of the
things that fill our lives. God
really did not fit well. He then
repeated the demonstration, but this
time He was sure to put God into the
container first. Amazingly, if God
went into the container (our lives)
first, all the birdseed (those things,
people that fill our lives) would
still fit!

In a meeting held not that long
ago, we played a game iIn order to get
to know each other a bit better. The
group has been growing and we wanted
to take the opportunity to have the
youth share a bit of themselves with
each other. Each student was asked to
write on a piece of paper what they
would like to be or something they
would like to accomplish when they
were older.
