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Lord, Unlock our Hearts and 
Stretch Us for Your Glory! 

 
On a Thursday night at the 

intercessors meeting, Helen said that 

someone had come forward after the service 

on Sunday and said that the word was ―Hear 

at Hopewell we need to have our Hearts 

Unlocked‖. 

This stirred me in my Spirit and the 

word that came was, the thief in John 10:10, 

(Satan), had locked the hearts, but Jesus had 

come to give us life and life more abundantly. 

I knew that Jesus talked about the 

keys of the kingdom and them being 

available to us. It went on from there with 

more scriptures after I asked Him what the 

word for this situation is.

The keys in this case were being given 

to Peter for the purpose of ―binding‖ and 

―loosing‖. But Jesus also gave the authority 

to His disciples and that is us. 

Matthew 18:18-20 (NKJV) 
18
ñAssuredly, I say 

to you, whatever you bind on earth will be 

bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on 

earth will be loosed in heaven.

―Again

 I say to you that if two of you agree 

on earth concerning anything that they ask, it 

will be done for them by My Father in heaven.  
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20
For where two or three are gathered together 

in My name, I am there in the midst of them.ò 

We are His disciples if we follow John 

8:31-32. 

John 8:31-32 (NKJV) 
31

Then Jesus said to 

those Jews who believed Him, ñIf you abide 

in My word, you are My disciples indeed.  
32

And you shall know the truth, and the truth 

shall make you free.ò 

We are to be set free. 

John 8:36 (NKJV) 
36

Therefore if the Son 

makes you free, you shall be free indeed. 

What are these keys or in particular 

the key. It is the power of the Holy Spirit. 

When we are Born Again and are Baptized 

with His Holy Spirit, the Key has been 

inserted in our heart and it becomes 

―UNLOCKED‖. 

After His resurrection Jesus met with 

the disciples. 

John 20:21-23 (NKJV) 
21

So Jesus said to them 

again, ñPeace to you! As the Father has sent 

Me, I also send you.ò  
22

And when He had 

said this, He breathed on them, and said to 

them, ñReceive the Holy Spirit.  
23

If you 

forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven them; 

if you retain the sins of any, they are 

retained.ò 

It is the Power of the Holy Spirit that 

unlocks our hearts and sets us free.  

Free to: Live, rejoice, shout, dance, worship, 

praise the Lord! 

Paul wrote about this freedom in 

Romans 8:11-17. 

Romans 8:11-17 ( NKJV ) 
11

But if the Spirit of 

Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells 

in you, He who raised Christ from the dead 

will also give life to your mortal bodies 

through His Spirit who dwells in you. 
12

Therefore, brethren, we are debtors—not 

to the flesh, to live according to the flesh.  
13

For if you live according to the flesh you 

will die; but if by the Spirit you put to death 

the deeds of the body, you will live.  
14

For as 

many as are led by the Spirit of God, these 

are sons of God.  
15

For you did not receive 

the spirit of bondage again to fear, but you 

received the Spirit of adoption by whom we 

cry out, ―Abba, Father.‖  
16

The Spirit 

Himself bears witness with our spirit that we 

are children of God,  
17

and if children, then 

heirs—heirs of God and joint heirs with 

Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him, that we 

may also be glorified together. 

Paul also wrote:  

Philippians 4:13 (NKJV) 
13

I can do all things 

through 
£
Christ who strengthens me. 

We come here on a Sunday morning to 

praise Him with unlocked and free hearts 

and Spirits. 

The Psalmist captured this release in  

Psalms 150:1-6 (NKJV)

Deviled Eggs 
12 large hard-boiled eggs, peeled  

1/3 cup nonfat cottage cheese  

1/4 cup low-fat mayonnaise  

3 tablespoons minced fresh chives, or scallion 

greens  

1 tablespoon sweet pickle relish  

2 teaspoons yellow mustard  

1/8 teaspoon salt  

Paprika, for garnish  

1. Halve eggs lengthwise with a sharp knife. Gently 

remove the yolks. Place 16 yolk halves in a food 

processor (discard the remaining 8 yolk halves). 

Add cottage cheese, mayonnaise, chives (or scallion 

greens), relish, mustard and salt; process until 

smooth.  

2. Spoon about 2 teaspoons yolk mixture into each 

egg white half.

We continue to go forth in 
the powerful teaching from 
John Bevere on òDrawing 
Near ð A life of Intimacy 
with Godó. The 11th  lesson was 
titled òFull Assurance of 
Faithó.  John tells us that, 
òThere are those born again 

believerõs who are filled with the Holy Spirit, 
they love and fear God, and they abstain from sin 
yet they do not understand why they do not hear 
from God and why it is so difficult for them to 
come  into His presence.ó  Could it be that they 
are lacking in their faith ?  Hebrews 10:19 says, 
òTherefore, brethren, having the boldness  to enter 
the Holiest by the blood of Jesus, by a new and 
living way which He consecrated for us, through 
the veil, that i s, His flesh, and having a High 
Priest over the house of God, let us draw near 
with a pure heart.ó That pure or true heart is the 
same root word that Jesus uses when He says 
that God is looking for those who worship Him in 
spirit and in truth.  Verse 23 te lls us, òLet us hold 
fast  the confession of our hope without wavering , 
for He who is promised is faithful.ó Hebrews 11:6 
says, òBut without faith it is impossible to please 
Him, for he who comes to God must believe that 
He is, and that He is a rewarded of those who 
diligently (not casually) seek Him.ó  When we 
think about what grieved Jesus the most was 
when people didnõt believe that He would do 
what He said He would do ( Matt. 6:30; Matt. 
8:25; Matt. 14: 31;  & Matt. 16:8 are just a few). It 
grieves Him b ecause it insults His character. 
When we doubt God and His word we are saying 
we doubt His integrity. His word tells us that 
God is not a man that He should lie and that He 
watches over His word to perform it.  
Faith is the key to receiving everything in th e 
kingdom. James 1:6 -7, ò Let him ask in faith, with 
no doubting, for he who doubts is like a wave of 
the sea driven and tossed by the wind. For let not 
that man suppose that he will receive anything 
from the Lord.ó 
Faith is not a formula: itõs something that 
produces a confidence in us, a knowing even 
before you ever say you know. In Luke 17:5 the 
apostles asked the Lord to increase their faith 
and He told them òif you have faith as a mustard 
seed, you can say to this mulberry tree, be pulled 
up by the roo ts and be planted in the sea, and it 
would obey you. So, how do we get the seed of 
faith?óRomans says, òFaith comes from hearing, 
and hearing the Word of God.ó We are to live by 



every word that proceeds out of the mouth of 
God.  Itõs when a person reads the written Word 
and all of a sudden it is spoken in our hearts. We 
hear and hear and thatõs the seed. We are then to 
make that seed grow because inside that seed is 
everything needed to produce the wonderful tree 
with all the fruit which would be moving the 
mountain or whatever the need is because 
everything in the kingdom is received by faith. 
Luke 17:7 tells us how to get it to grow. This 
parable talks about faith being a seed but he goes 
on in the parable to tell us how to make it grow 
and that is obedienc e to completion. He says, 
òLikewise when you have done all those things 
which you were commanded.ó It all comes back to 
obedience.  
When we think about the Roman soldier (officer) 
who Jesus met, we see he understood authority 
and he understood obedience. Je sus marveled at 
how great his faith was.  He understood that 
Jesus was very obedient and obeyed to 
completion therefore he had great faith.  
Abraham is one who obeyed to completion. God 
tells him to go to the mountain to sacrifice his 
son. Abraham gets up early the next morning 
and he goes all the way to the top. God gave him 
three days to get to the mountain to sacrifice his 
son. He could have changed his mind but he 
obeyed all the way to completion. Because he was 
obedient God said, òIn your seed all nations will 
be blessed because you obeyed my voice.ó Thatõs 
why Abraham is called the father of faith.  
Saul on the other hand did not obey to 
completion. He had no intimacy with God but 
Abraham was called the frie n d of God.  
In scripture, the people who had the greatest 
intimacy with God are the people who understood 
kingdom authority; who were submitted to Godõs 
authority, and submitted to the authorities that 
God placed over their lives. They were obedient 
and everything God told them to do they did to 
comp letion. If we really want to know the secret 
of great faith that will give us the confidence to 
come into the Holy of Holies where the presence 
of God is near, then we need to be a person who 
obeys.
